Robert Cole, conductor

Robert Cole received his MA in music from the University
of Southern California School of Music and went on to stu-
dy conducting with Richard Lert in California; Leonard
Bernstein and Leon Barzin at the Tanglewood Music Cen-
ter; and Hans Swarowsky in Europe. He served as associ-
ate conductor of the Buffalo Philharmonic Orchestra and
was the executive director and music director of the Ballet
Society of Los Angeles. Since 1986, he has been director
of Cal Performances on the campus of the University of
California, Berkeley. Cole is also general director of the
Berkeley Festival and Exhibition, an international festival of
early music he founded in June of 1990. In 2003 he was
appointed Principal Guest Conductor of the Perm Opera
and Ballet Theater (Russia). Recently he conducted the
Kirov Orchestra with the Perm Ballet at the Mariinsky Thea-
tre in St. Petersburg as part of the "White Nights" Festival.
In 2002 Cole conducted The "Hard Nut" with the Mark
Morris Dance Group at the Brooklyn Academy of Music in
New York, and conducted the same work last season at
Sadlers Wells in London. In 1995 Mr. Cole was named a
Chevalier of the Order of Arts and Letters by the Govern-
ment of France.

Ruben Kosemian, violin

Born in 1973 in Yerevan. From the age of 5 studied violin
under the guidance of his father, violinist Alexander Kose-
mian. From 1987 continued his education at the Moscow
Conservatory with Maya Glezarova. Among his teachers is
the Professor of Yerevan Conservatory Eduard Tadevos-
sian. Ruben Kosemian has attended master classes given
by Ruben Aharonian, Jean Ter-Merguerian, Igor Oistrach
and Tibor Varga. In 1997 Ruben has been granted the
scholarship of Vladimir Spivakov. Since 2000 he teaches
at the violin and chamber ensemble classes of the Yerevan
Conservatory. On the same year, Kosemian undertook
directorship of the Music Department of "Kish Art and Mu-
sic House" (Kish Island, Iran). Ruben Kosemian has con-
certized in Germany, France, Iran, the US and Russia.
With the symphony orchestra he has appeared with violin
concertos of Brahms, Glazunov, Khachaturian, Saryan,
Tchaikovsky, Mendelssohn, Mozart and Bruch. Kosemian
has made a number of recordings, with the last one re-
leased by the "Armenian Music Center".
