In 2000 Ruben
was selected as the Head of the department of classical music
at the House of Music and Culture, Kish Island,

He has appeared with concerts in Armenia, Germany, France,
Iran, the USA, Canada, Mexico, Taiwan, Malaysia, Russia
and Georgia has performed the violin concertos of
Khachaturian, Saryan, Tchaikovsky, Glazunov, Bruch,
Brahms.

In 2005 Ruben Kosemyan founded the Piano Trio. In October
